Discussions on the mentioned topics are in the focus of this congress. It is the fifth time the congress is to take place (Moscow was host twice alongside of Kazan and Yekaterinburg) and each time it arouses interest of the audience.

· Costly nosologies: priorities of drugs supply; is it possible to expand the list of nosologies?

· Possibilities of adaptation of foreign models of controlling expenses and improving efficiency of expenses on drugs.
· Educational programs with focus on practice.

· Pharmacoeconomics of widespread diseases (cardiovascular, gastroenterological, neurological, etc…).

· Pharmacoeconomics and pharmaepidemiology at the patient care institutions: practical training for head doctors. How demand for drugs  is to be calculated.
· IN FOCUS – regional session: shaping impact of different patterns of drug treatment on regional budgets (demonsration of pharmacoeconomical models for the domestic health care service)
· Production potential of pharmacoeconomical research for manufacturers of generic drugs 

· Practical training for health care specialists and the staff of pharmaceutical companies: how results of pharmaceutical research should be evaluated and presented
